Welcome and Introductory Remarks

Chair Jack Ranney called the meeting to order and welcomed attendees.  
2.       Consider Approval of April 15, 1010 Minutes



9:05 am
L. Sheffield made a motion to approve the minutes; the motion was seconded by J. Hauff and approved by acclamation.
3.       Consider Technical Review Subcommittee Recommendations 

9:10 am

The SWAC considered recommendations from the SWAC Technical Review Subcommittee regarding conformance reviews for River City Rolloffs and Southwaste Disposal.  Chair Ranney, also chair of the Technical Review Subcommittee, provided a summary of both applications and the review process and presented the Subcommittee recommendation that both applications be found to be in conformance with the Regional Solid Waste Management Plan (RSWMP).  The application submitted by River City Rolloffs was for a Type V Municipal Solid Waste Registration   for a recycling facility and transfer station to manage construction and demolition materials.  Chair Ranney indicated that the review had previously been put on hold due to outstanding issues cited by Travis County, which was conducting a review of a development permit application by River City Rolloffs.  Travis County indicated that all outstanding issues had been resolved, leading the Technical Review Subcommittee to recommend a determination of conformance with the RSWMP.  The application submitted by Southwaste Disposal was for a Type V permit for a liquid waste processing facility to serve Austin and the surrounding areas.   M. Mallia made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Subcommittee and to find both applications to be in conformance with the RSWMP; the motion was seconded by J. Hauff and approved by acclamation, with two abstentions (L. Kuhn and G. Acuna).
4.       Start Grant Applicant Presentations and Scoring

 

9:30 am

The SWAC considered eligibility of an application submitted by City of Austin.  The application was submitted without the required Resolution, signed by the applicant’s governing body, in support of the application.  The Resolution is a requirement stated in the Request for Applications.  Due to scheduling difficulties with the Austin City Council, City of Austin Solid Waste Services did not obtain the required Resolution prior to the scoring meeting, as required by the Request for Applications.  The SWAC discussed whether this omission would render the City of Austin application incomplete and therefore ineligible for funding, or whether an exception would be made via action by the SWAC.  A motion was made by L. Sheffield that the existing rule requiring submission of a signed Resolution would stand, and that the City of Austin application was therefore ineligible.  The motion was seconded by S. Jacobs and approved by acclamation.  

K. Freeman provided a handout and brief verbal overview of scoring procedures.  K. Freeman also indicated that there has been a change to the timing of the scoring in order to accommodate the large number of presentations; each applicant would be provided with 5 minutes for their presentation, followed by 5 minutes for questions and scoring.  In previous years, 10 minutes had been allocated for questions and scoring. K. Freeman also indicated that, per the Request for Applications, applicants may agree to remove, or request to remove proposed costs from their program budget on a line item basis, with SWAC approval.  The application will then be scored with those line items removed.  Scoring results will be released to the SWAC on the day following the scoring meeting, for final approval via email by the SWAC members.  The results will then be provided to the applicants.  R. Wueller made a motion to allow the approval of scoring results via email by SWAC members.  The motion was seconded by L. Sheffield and approved by acclamation.
