MEETING RESULTS

In accordance with the CAPCOG TRACS Committee by-laws, the TRACS Committee does not meet if less than five applications were received for review. Because we received only four applications, there was no meeting of the TRACS Committee during the month of February. 
We forwarded TRACS Committee members the applicant’s information packet and a Project Review form they could fill out and fax or e-mail back to us with their review and comment.  These were the results of that process:

Barrio Comprehensive Family Health Care Center, Inc.
The committee voted 17- 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Mr. LaMarr Petersen voted UNFAVORABLE COMMENT.  He commented that this was a duplication of Hays County Health Dept. and other community services. Judge Wright commented that this was an excellent request for funds report and that that they (these kind of funding request) should all be of this quality. 
Travis County
The committee voted 16 – 0 - 2 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Mr. Richard Salmon and Mr. Petersen voted NO COMMENT. Mr. Petersen commented that it seems redundant of many current programs. While Judge Wright commented that there is a growing need for this service and Ms. Marge Tripp said that she would like to have seen more in the budget. Ms. Amy Miller commented that the local match sources were not clear; that it appears to be the county, but was unsure.
Round Rock ISD
The committee voted 15 -2 – 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Judge Wright and Commissioner Gary Weishuhn voted for UNFAVORABLE COMMENTS.  Judge Wright stated that this should be a function of the school district; otherwise all districts should receive the same type funds.  Commissioner Weishuhn also stated that he felt it should be funded by local tax dollars.  Mr. Petersen said that he felt this seemed redundant of present educational programs and voted NO COMMENT. Mr. Sanders added that he felt it was a well prepared grant application.
KLRU
The committee voted 18 - 0 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  
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
