MEETING RESULTS

In accordance with the CAPCOG TRACS Committee by-laws, the TRACS Committee does not meet if less than five applications were received for review. Because we received only four applications, there was no meeting of the TRACS Committee during the month of March.  We forwarded TRACS Committee members the applicant’s information packet and a Project Review form they could fill out and fax or e-mail back to us with their review and comment.  These were the results of that process:

Taylor ISD – Safe Schools/Healthy Students 2008 
The committee voted 11- 2 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Mr. Richard Salmon voted UNFAVORABLE COMMENT.  He commented that the school could get school resource officers through the state CJD grants for one-tenth the cost and be more effective.  Judge Wright commented that this was an unreasonable request for a city of 13,000 residences.
Bastrop County Women’s Shelter – Rural Domestic Violence & Child Victimization Enforcement 
The committee voted 12 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Judge Wright voted UNFAVORABLE COMMENT.  Saying that the agency was asking a total of $414,000 from various funders.  He wrote in his comments “how much does it take to run this center? “
City of Austin – Austin/Travis County EUDL Program 

The committee voted 12 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Judge Wright voted UNFAVORABLE COMMENT. He commented that if successful, a program of this type should pay for itself using fines and charges to violators.

Capital Area Food Bank – Volunteers In Service To America 
This was not an application asking for funds. They were asking the Corporation for National and Community Service to send VISTA volunteers to work at their organization. The committee didn’t have to review or comment on the application. 

The committee voted 10 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT, 2 for NO COMMENT, and 1 abstained.
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
