I.
MEETING RESULTS

Call to Order – Mr. Ray Sanders called the meeting to order at 9:38 am. Chairman Marge Tripp came in later and finished chairing the meeting.

I. Welcome and Introductory Remarks.  

Roll Call. Nine (9) members present at the start of the meeting; a quorum was met. At 9:50 a.m. Mr. David Salazar came in and at 10:10 a.m. Ms. Marlene McMichael came in. A total of eleven (11) members were present.

II.
Presentations, Questions and Answers Sessions, and Reviews

The following projects were presented by the applicants and reviewed by the committee:

1. City of Jonestown – Law Enforcement Center 

Mr. LaMarr Petersen motioned for a FAVORABLE REVIEW on this application. Mr. Roman 
Grijalva seconded the motion.  The committee voted 10 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT. 
Mr. John Deleo stated that as a former police chief, he strongly supported the application. LaMarr 
Petersen said it was a good use of funds. Mr. Craig Morgan voted NO COMMENT because he 
needed more detail to o.k. such a large amount. Mr. Morgan was not able to get more detailed 
information as he was not able to attend the meeting, but had sent his comment in by fax.

2. Bastrop County Women’s Shelter – Community Awareness Project 

Mr. Ray Sanders motioned for a FAVORABLE REVIEW on this application. Mr. Richard 
Salmon seconded the motion.  The committee voted 13 - 0 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT. 
Mr. David Salazar came in right before the beginning of the presentation.
3. University of Texas – Activities that Advance Methane Recovery 

The CAPCOG TRACS Committee did not review this project because the applicant did not have 
representation at the meeting.

4. Texas State University – Ronald E. McNair Postbaccalaureate Achievement Program 


Mr. Richard Salmon motioned for a FAVORABLE REVIEW on this application. Mr. LaMarr 
Petersen seconded the motion.   The committee voted 14 - 0 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT. 
 
Ms. Marlene McMichael came into the meeting at about 10:10 a.m. Mr. Richard Salmon 
commented that TSU was a great resource and hope that they could expand in the future.
5. City of Marble Falls – Marble Falls Skate Park 


Mr. Richard Salmon motioned for a FAVORABLE REVIEW on this application. Ms. Amy 
Miller seconded the motion.   The committee voted 14 - 0 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT. 
 
Mr. Richard Salmon commented that this was a great project because it was driven by students 
and volunteers. Mr. LaMarr Petersen commented that parks are always good use of grant funds.  
Mr. Ray Sanders stated that this kind of park was much needed in a lot of cities. 

6.
City of Carmine – Muehlbrad-Albers City Park 

Mr. Ray Sanders motioned for a FAVORABLE REVIEW on this application. Mr. LaMarr 
Petersen seconded the motion.   The committee voted 14 - 0 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT. 
 
Several of the committee members commented that this was a good project and that there 
was a lot of community involvement for such a small town.

Austin Independent School District – Teacher Incentive Fund 

Mr. Hector Forestier motioned for a FAVORABLE COMMENT on this application. Mr. Ray 
Sanders seconded the motion.   The committee voted 13 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.
