MEETING RESULTS

In accordance with the CAPCOG TRACS Committee by-laws, the TRACS Committee does not meet if less than five applications were received for review. Because we received only four applications, there was no meeting of the TRACS Committee during the month of October. *There will be five reviews on this set of minutes; as I was just about to mail the packet out to the Committee, I received one additional application and decided to include it. I did not call a meeting because I had already informed everyone that there was not going to be a meeting and many members had already made schedule changes.
We forwarded TRACS Committee members the applicant’s information packet and a Project Review form they could fill out and fax or e-mail back to us with their review and comment.  These were the results of that process:

Capital Area Council of Governments 
The committee voted 11- 0 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT. Mr. LaMarr Petersen voted no comment. Judge Wright commented that it was a difficult task but should help air quality. Ms. Pat Dildine commented that this helped the environment. 
Austin/Travis County Health and Human Services 
The committee voted 11 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Mr. LaMarr Petersen voted UNFAVORABLE COMMENT. Mr. Petersen commented that this application was redundant of many other HIV grants by DSHS, DOJ, CJD, all of which were doing similar work.  Ms. Marlene McMichael commented that attachment 2 of the grant application was supposed to be the budget justification, but she did not have that attachment in her information packet, but gave it favorable comments without being able to review how the money was to be spent.
City of Austin
The committee voted 10 - 2 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Mr. LaMarr Petersen and Judge Wright voted UNFAVORABLE COMMENT. Mr. Petersen commented that this application was redundant of many other CJD, DOJ grants doing similar work. Judge Wright commented that this was simply a request to help fund the Austin PD.
Austin Independent School District
The committee voted 10 - 2 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Mr. LaMarr Petersen and Judge Wright voted UNFAVORABLE COMMENT. Mr. Petersen commented that this application was redundant of many other school programs paid for by grants. Judge Wright commented that this was nothing more than an American History program and should be taught by the AISD.

Community Health Coalition of Caldwell County
The committee voted 11 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Mr. LaMarr Petersen voted UNFAVORABLE COMMENT. Ms. Pat Dildine gave it a Favorable Comment as long as this project directly helps patients and is not all computer and paperwork.  Mr. Petersen commented that this application was redundant of many other indigent health care grants. Judge Wright commented that this was a highly worthwhile project. 
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
