MEETING RESULTS

In accordance with the CAPCOG TRACS Committee by-laws, the TRACS Committee does not meet if less than five applications were received for review. Because we received only two applications, there was no meeting of the TRACS Committee during the month of October. 
We forwarded TRACS Committee members the applicant’s information packet and a Project Review form they could fill out and fax or e-mail back to us with their review and comment.  These were the results of that process:

DMA Development Company, LLC
The committee voted 12 – 0 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Judge Wright commented that he approved of the project as long as it is a market rate project that will be included on the tax rolls.  Mr. Ray Sanders commented that the cover page and budget page did not agree.

Literacy Coalition of Central Texas
The committee voted 11 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Mr. LaMarr Petersen voted NO COMMENT. Mr. Petersen commented that this application was redundant of many other grant programs. Mr. Sanders commented that he wasn’t sure who the grant is coming from and to whom it was to go to.  Judge Wright commented that based upon 1993 data, programs of this type are essential, yet hard to measure effectiveness.
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
