MEETING RESULTS

Call to Order – Ms. Marge Tripp called the meeting to order at 9:40 am. 

I. Welcome and Introductory Remarks.  

Roll Call.  Five (5) members present. Six (6) members mailed in their comments. 
II.
Presentations, Questions and Answers Sessions, and Reviews

The following projects were presented by the applicants and reviewed by the committee:

1. Austin Bergstrom International Airport – Expand Terminal Apron-Phase I
Ms. Marge Tripp motioned for a FAVORABLE REVIEW on this application. Ms. Linda Ward seconded the motion.  The committee voted 4 - 1 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  Judge Wright voted for UNFAVORABLE COMMENT. After being told that the grant request had already been approved by the FFA Southwest Office in Ft. Worth (but funding is still dependant on congressional approval) Judge Wright voiced his disappointment in having to review a grant application that was already approved. He also had questions about who would use the apron – commercial airlines or corporate planes? The presenter told the committee that it was only for commercial airlines. Judge Wright stated that he heard a former Austin City official say that Austin wasn’t going to pay a dime for the airport, that revenue generated from running the airport would pay for funds borrowed to build it. The presented stated that the City of Austin was paying off over $400 million in debt on the airport in revenue bonds.

2. Sustaining Safe and Self-Sufficient Lives 
Ms. Marge Tripp motioned for a FAVORABLE REVIEW on this application. Ms. Linda Ward seconded the motion. The committee voted 5 – 0 for a FAVORABLE COMMENT.  
II. Elect Officers.

Ms. Marge Tripp nominated Ray Saunders for Chairman; Ms. Linda Ward seconded the motion. Mr. Frank Reilly nominated Linda Ward for vice chairman, Judge Wright seconded the motion. 
Staff will develop a ballot listing these nominees and a line for a write in candidate and will sent it out to the full committee to vote on. Then at the next meeting those votes will be ratified.
