Fire and Emergency Response (SAFER) Grants Application Period Opens  
Deadline: Sept. 17, 2010
The SAFER (Staffing for Adequate Fire and Emergency Response) Grant was created to provide funding directly to fire departments and volunteer firefighter interest organizations in order to help them increase the number of trained, "front line" firefighters available in their communities. The goal of SAFER is to enhance the local fire departments' abilities to comply with staffing, response and operational standards established by the NFPA and OSHA.

SBA Launches Two Regional Cluster Initiative Grants 
The U.S. Small Business Administration announced today the availability of funding to support economic development and job creation through existing regional clusters.  As part of its Regional Cluster Initiative, SBA will accept proposals from local and regional cluster initiatives beginning July 7 for funding of up to $600,000 per cluster to support up to 15 projects across the country.  Proposals should be submitted by the cluster’s coordinating entity. SBA’s Regional Cluster Initiative focuses on accelerating small business growth and job creation through clusters that leverage and align a region’s economic, business and workforce assets.  Regional clusters are networks of organizations and businesses in a geographic area that grow through increased collaboration, efficiency and innovation.  SBA is launching two programs within its Regional Cluster Initiative: Regional Innovation Clusters (RICs) ; and  Advanced Defense Technologies (ADTs) . 
Department of Agriculture: Assistance to High Energy Cost Rural Communities
Application deadline: September 8, 2010
This program provides support for a broad range of energy facilities, including on-grid and off-grid renewable energy systems, equipment, and related activities to offset the impacts of extremely high residential energy costs on eligible communities. Funded activities include purchasing, constructing, extending, repairing, upgrading, and otherwise improving energy generation, transmission, or distribution facilities serving eligible communities. Support is also provided for the implementation of cost-effective demand site management and energy conservation programs that benefit eligible communities.
Rural Health Network Development Planning Grant Program
Application deadline: October 8, 2010
This program provides support to rural entities to plan and develop a formal health care network in order to expand access to, coordinate, and improve the quality of essential health care services and enhance the delivery of health care in rural areas.
TERP NTIG Program Accepting Grant Applications 
Deadline: Sept. 17, 2010 
TCEQ’s Texas Emissions Reduction Plan (TERP) Program is now accepting applications for the New Technology Implementation Grant (NTIG) Program.  Grant funds are available for electricity storage projects related to renewable energy.

Loans and guarantees are available to public entities such as municipalities, counties, and special-purpose districts, as well as to non-profit corporations and tribal governments. 

Community Facilities Guaranteed Program 
Community Programs can make and guarantee loans to develop essential community facilities in rural areas and towns of up to 20,000 in population. Loans and guarantees are available to public entities such as municipalities, counties, and special-purpose districts, as well as to non-profit corporations and tribal governments. 

Community Facilities Grants 
Community Programs provides grants to assist in the development of essential community facilities in rural areas and towns of up to 20,000 in population. Grants are authorized on a graduated scale. Applicants located in small communities with low populations and low incomes will receive a higher percentage of grants. Grants are available to public entities such as municipalities, counties, and special-purpose districts, as well as non-profit corporations and tribal governments. 

Rural Community Development Initiative 
To develop the capacity and ability of private, nonprofit community-based housing and community development organizations, and low income rural communities to improve housing, community facilities, community and economic development projects in rural areas.
MOA for Providers of Emergency Medical Staff Services
Deadline: July 1, 2011
Purpose: The Department of State Health Services is issuing an enrollment contract opportunity to establish a mechanism whereby certified emergency medical service (EMS) personnel, emergency response personnel, and nurses may be deployed to provide emergency medical care without an accompanying ambulance unit in a pending or actual disaster. These services may include but are not limited to: providing emergency medical care on buses used for evacuation, providing field supervision of deployed EMS vehicles and/or EMS personnel, and/or providing coordination of EMS vehicles and EMS personnel deployed by a Disaster District Committee (DDC), DSHS Health Service Region(s), or other assignments deemed appropriate by the Department of State Health Services.
Hunger Free Communities Program 
Deadline: Sept. 1, 2010
Eligibility: State or local governments, agencies providing social services, public health organizations, educational entities, and other private nonprofit entities such as community-based or faith-based organizations, food banks, or other emergency feeding organizations.
Purpose: The Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) is announcing the opportunity for public and not-for-profit organizations to submit applications for a Hunger-Free Communities grant competition. Two models of grants will be funded: 1) assessment and planning grants and 2) implementation grants.
Regional Community Health Grants Program
Deadline: Applications accepted on an ongoing basis.
Eligibility: Nonprofit organizations with evidence of IRS 501c3 designation or de facto tax-exempt status may apply for a grant, with the following exceptions: * Advertising; * Capital investments, equipment purchases, depreciation; * Fund-raising activities, including tables, tickets, dinners, walks, sporting events, etc.; * Grants or scholarships to individuals; * Political causes or events; or * Religious organizations in support of their sacramental or theological functions. 
Purpose: Through the Healthy Community Grants Program and the Healthy Community Outreach Program, Aetna and the Aetna Foundation will award up to $4 million for philanthropic initiatives focused on health care issues in the designated communities listed below: 1. Health professions training and support programs to address one or more of the following challenges within the U.S. health care delivery system: * Growing shortage of skilled nurses. * Representation of racially and ethnically diverse health care professionals across the continuum (doctors, dentists, nurses, social workers, community health workers and allied health professionals). * Health care professionals' cultural competency (e.g., ability to communicate effectively with diverse populations).
FOUNDATION GRANTS  
American Heritage Preservation Program 
Deadline: September 15, 2010
The purpose of the American Heritage Preservation Program, an initiative of the Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) in partnership with Bank of America, is to fund the preservation of treasures held in small and mid-sized museums, libraries, and archives throughout the United States. Grants of up to $3,000 are available for the purpose of preserving specific items, including works of art, artifacts, and historical documents that are in need of conservation. Projects in the following areas are eligible for funding: treatment of library, museum, and archival collections; improvement of collections storage; and environmental improvement of collections. These grants are not intended to fund a small portion of a larger project, but are aimed at completing a stand-alone conservation project. 
The Texas State Library & Archives Commission List Of Library Funding Sources 
The Texas State Library & Archives Commission  has recently updated and expanded its list of General Library Funding Sources, doubling the number of entries to over 150 and including more links to websites and more description of individual funding priorities. This list offers a starting point for librarians seeking to diversify their funding base and to support special programming. Matching Grants for Children’s Literacy Kits
Deadline: September 15, 2010
Books for Babies, an initiative of the Association of Library Trustees, Advocates, Friends and Foundations (ALTAFF), is a national literacy program that acquaints parents of newborns with the important role they play in the development of their children. ALTAFF will provide Books for Babies Matching Grants of $500 to Friends of Libraries groups, women’s groups, libraries, and other nonprofit organizations to be used for the purchase of Books for Babies kits. Grants will be awarded to organizations that currently have a Books for Babies program in place as well as organizations that are starting a new program. Priority will be given to organizations that will effectively use the kits to connect new parents with their local library. Applying organizations must raise matching funds of at least $1,000.
Institute of Museum and Library Services: Conservation Project Support Program
Application deadline: October 1, 2010
This program provides support for efforts on the part of museums to implement a logical, institution-wide approach to caring for their collections. Priority will be given to projects that are among the given institution’s highest collections care needs.
I Love My Librarian 2010 Awards
Deadline: September 20, 2010 
$5,000 will be awarded to 10 librarians nationwide. Librarians selected will receive additional travel funds to attend a reception in New York hosted by The New York Times.

Applications Invited for National Center for Family Literacy Library Grants
Deadline: November 12, 2010
Three grants of $10,000 will be awarded to help libraries provide literacy programs for more families and in new and innovative ways. 

Dollar General Literacy Foundation Announces Waiting List Reduction Grant Program
Deadline: September 30, 2010

An award totaling $55,000 will be donated to the nonprofit of the winner's choice in recognition of their achievements in the fight against depression and the stigma often associated with the illness. 

Ronald McDonald House Charities Global Grants 
Deadline: September 7, 2010
Ronald McDonald House Charities (RMHC) Global Grants support nonprofit organizations and NGOs with national or international scope whose programs improve the health and well-being of children under 21 years of age. Organizations seeking funding should offer a specific program that addresses a significant funding gap or critical opportunity, has lasting impact in terms of replication or reach, produces measurable results, and is sustainable without relying on RMHC funding. Past grants have supported nonprofit organizations that teach literacy skills, provide nutritious after-school meals, offer life-changing surgeries, help prevent life-threatening disease, etc. 

Planet Dog Foundation 
Deadline: Sept. 3, 2010
The mission of the Planet Dog Foundation is to promote and celebrate programs in which dogs serve and support their best friends. The goal of the Foundation’s grant program is to fund projects that train, place, and support dogs helping people in need. Grants of up to $7,500 are provided to service-oriented canine programs such as assistance dogs; therapy dogs; police, fire, and military dogs; and search and rescue programs. Nonprofit organizations nationwide are eligible to apply. 

NAEMT Scholarship Program 
Deadline: September 15, 2010
