	NOTES

	The objectives for this meeting were to discuss the questionnaire results and Phase II activities.  

	Welcome 

1. Adena Lewis started the meeting by thanking the CAC members for attending and by reviewing the Steering Committee and Technical Advisory Committee meetings that were earlier in the day. 

2. Casey Dusza presented the preliminary results from the transportation questionnaire.  A formal report will be submitted along with all comments received.  Of the 441 surveys, 112 were received by paper and 329 were received through online submission.  Some of the more significant findings include: (Note: all information given is for respondents of the questionnaire and should not be used to implicate the County at large)

· 30% reported to live with in the city limits of their nearest city

· 70% reported to live in rural areas in the county

· 20% commute 31-60 miles for work

· 29% commute 31-60 minutes for work

· Majority of respondents rate local roads as “good” for congestion and travel, while they majority rated sidewalks, bike lanes and shoulders as “bad”

· Respondents indicated that Air quality, natural resource and transit to Austin are the most important objectives to accomplish within the next 5-10 years

· The most important transportation concern is the maintenance of existing roadways, the least important is building another bridge over the Colorado River
